BACKGROUND CHECK RENEWAL DUE NOW 
 

WE STILL A FEW CLERGY MEMBERS WHO HAVE NOT RENEWED THEIR BACKGROUND CHECKS and Mandated       
Reporter Training. It is time to update them.  Pennsylvania State law requires that they be renewed every 60 
months.  Those in violation may need to meet with the Credentialing Services Committee. Remember, any li-
censed or ordained minister is required by the state to have up-to-date checks.  Retired Clergy (inactive) are  

exempt from the requirement.
